Annual Backflow Prevention Device Testing Due 
 

When is testing required?  

 -  Help us help you! Please turn in backflow testing results to 

Foresthill by June 30th 2022. This ensures staff will be able to pre-

pare and submit the reports to meet the state requirement on your 

behalf.  

 

Why do I have to test my backflow device?  

 - State regulations require that backflow devices be tested an-

nually. A backflow prevention device protects the public water system 

by preventing contamination.  

 

Do I have a backflow  device?  

 - California requires most commercial businesses and some 

residences to install a backflow prevention device. If you have any 

questions, call Foresthill and we will help you through the process.
